They are dismayed that the management company is not being held responsible for safety and crime security and asked for help from the Village.

A. Approving Purchase from the FY23 Vehicle and Equipment Replacement Fund of Two Police Squad Cars in the Amount of $129,936.00. 

Chief Smith explained that two Police Explorer vehicles are being requested, which are part of the strategic plan.  The third car in the request is an insurance replacement.  They are all-wheel drive vehicles.
Trustee Marecek moved to approve Purchase from the FY23 Vehicle and Equipment Replacement Fund of Two Police Squad Cars in the Amount of $129,936.00.  Trustee Betsinger seconded this motion.

B. Resolution 2022-020 Authorizing Application for Illinois Transportation Enhancement Program and Execution of all Necessary Documents. 

Engineer Wallers stated this is a grant opportunity for the pedestrian bridge over Route 30.  The grant would fund 80% of the $3 million project and is the best funding opportunity for this project.  EEI has prepared the application and a resolution in support.  Meanwhile they will move forward with acquiring property, etc. and will submit the application.
Trustee Marecek moved to approve Resolution 2022-020 Authorizing Application for Illinois Transportation Enhancement Program and Execution of all Necessary Documents.  Trustee Jungermann seconded this motion.

C. Professional Services Agreement with EEI in the amount of $34,208.00 for the Preparation of the Montgomery Source Water Protection Plan. 

Director Wolf reviewed that in 2019, the EPA adopted revisions to the code that requires communities to develop a Source Water Protection Plan.  This agreement is for EEI to conduct analysis and support to prepare this document, which must be submitted to the IEPA by July 2023.
Trustee Gier moved to approve Professional Services Agreement with EEI in the amount of $34,208.00 for the Preparation of the Montgomery Source Water Protection Plan.  Trustee Marecek seconded this motion.

D. Ordinance 1977 Amending Section 5-19 of the Village Code Pertaining to Auctions and Auctioneers - Exemptions; Special Permissions for Used Car Sales. 

Director Abt explained that when the auction company applied for a permit at The Grid, staff found the Village Code didn’t cover online auctions, so the Village Code needs to be amended to include that.  This will allow staff to issue licenses for this semi-annually, with special permission for used car sales.  Director Abt clarified that they are only selling to licensed dealers.
Trustee Marecek moved to approve Ordinance 1977 Amending Section 5-19 of the Village Code Pertaining to Auctions and Auctioneers - Exemptions; Special Permissions for Used Car Sales.  Trustee Bauman seconded this motion.

Chief Smith said the Montgomery Police will participate with them.  Trustee Jungermann asked trustees to contact him after the meeting to let him know if they are willing to support this event financially.
Trustee Jungermann asked for the status on two property appraisals.  Administrator Zoephel said one appraisal was received today.  Director Abt said the second appraisal is due by October 16.

Trustee Betsinger asked staff to put together information on police calls, complaints and responses at Montgomery Place Apartments and provide it to the board members.
